Selvin Cobb Sr., aka “Big C” was born in Vienna, Georgia on December 19,
1930 to the late Frances Quarterman and Rosby “Mutt” Cobb. He spent his
early years in Vienna and was educated in the Dooly County public schools.
With his mother Frances Quarterman Redding and James Patterson Redding,
the stepfather who raised him as his son, the family relocated to Spillway in
Indian River County, Florida when Selvin was a teenager.

After moving to Spillway, Selvin met and married the late Nina C. Walker and
to this union, seven children were born.

Selvin served honorably in the United States Army in the Korean War and was
a dedicated member of the American Legion Local Post 220. He was a man of
faith and as a young man joined Mt. Sinai Missionary Baptist Church in
Gifford, Florida.

Selvin moved to Ft. Lauderdale in 1970 where he later met and married
Amanda Peck and became a stepfather to her two daughters. He continued
on his walk with Christ when he joined the Mt. Olive Missionary Baptist
Church where he remained a member until his death.

Selvin Cobb was widely known as an entrepreneur and one who would take
risks. He was a self-made man and owned his own landscaping business until
his health began to fail and he retired. Selvin worked several jobs



simultaneously and was known throughout Indian River County as a man who
believed in a very strong work ethic and providing for one’s family. He was a
no-nonsense disciplinarian, demanded the best from his children in everything
they did and stressed the importance of getting an education.

Selvin was preceded in death by his parents; his first wife and mother of
seven of his children, Nina C. Walker Cobb of Gifford, FL; sisters Catherine
Cobb Brown of Vienna, GA; Mabel “Shane” Cobb of Jacksonville, FL and
Sylvia Rogers Grier Clark Person of Gifford, FL a cousin raised in the home
who was like a sister to him and brothers Rosby Cobb Jr., Robert Cobb and
Richard Cobb all of Vienna.

On December 23, 2014, God in His infinite wisdom called Selvin home to
eternal rest.
